For those parents who have not been out there before, here are a few helpful hints, but there will be 
more on the club’s website, www.usafanipc.org.   Those tips will come from members who supply 
them over the next few weeks.  For detailed information from the Academy, visit USAFA’s website as 
they have an entire section on Parents Weekend with the schedule and times.   
 
Dress:  Visitors can wear just about anything.  You’ll see jeans and tennis shoes to very nice 
business casual. 
 
Parade:  If you haven’t attended a parade at Stillman Field before, there will be people there that will 
pass out maps so you know where your Cadets Squad will be standing.  There will be a time when 
each Squad marches in front of the parade stands with an announcement of each squad, their 
mascot and the Cadet Squadron leader.  The Map is on the club’s website for your info. 
 
Classes:  In the past any family members could attend Cadet classes and it ended up being an issue 
of how many the room could accommodate.  Just know that the Cadets will stand first and give their 
seats to visitors. 
 
Dept. Receptions:  Some departments / majors, such as, Biology, Physics, etc. will have receptions 
on Friday morning prior to classes for the parents of the Cadets to eat and meet the professors. 
 
Squad Receptions:  On Friday each squad will probably have a reception in the SAR (Squadron 
Activity Room) where the AOC (Air Officer Commanding) and their support staff will give a talk about 
the squad and answer any questions.  They will also have food there for lunch.  Most will also have 
Squadron items for sale such as T-shirts or hats.  They use the proceeds to fund their activities and 
they don’t have problems selling the items; in fact, try to get there early and buy before all is gone.
